The physical therapy professional organization, the American Physical Therapy Association (APTA), has 

identified diversity, equity, and inclusion as critical components for the profession.  The APTA has 

reported a disparity in the racial diversity of the profession compared to the nation as a whole.  

Similarly, the department of physical therapy recognizes that the goal of a welcoming, safe, and 

inclusive campus climate is important to the success of our students and the program.  As healthcare 

professionals, physical therapists must be culturally competent and understanding of issues surrounding 

race, diversity, and inclusion.  We are in the process of reviewing the admissions process to the 

program.  We have included Ally training for students in the program and will continue to provide this 

information.  We will also add questions about the department and campus climate in our outcome 

surveys. 

We will utilize a post-session survey to obtain feedback on the Ally training program.  Surveys with 

questions related to diversity, equity, inclusion, and departmental climate are scheduled to be 

implemented in 2021. 

We will obtain survey results about Ally training during fall semester.  We will analyze data from campus 

and department climate survey questions with our program assessment report this fall. 

We do not anticipate any barriers to the implementation of the Ally training and surveys.  After 

obtaining the information, we will be developing methods to address any concerns that may arise.
