Critical Care Medicine Resident Rotation Vision

1. If the first day of the rotation happens to be on a working day: Orientation will be held at 4:00 p.m. on the last working day of the month before the rotation. Residents who are off-site should watch the video on-line before attending the first day of the rotation.

2. If the first day of the rotation happens to be a weekend day or a holiday: Orientation will be held at 8 AM on the first day of the month, then residents will be assigned patients.  After going through their patients (no formal round), they will be dismissed unless on-call. If the following day or days are still considered weekend days or holidays, only the on-call resident should come. All residents are expected to attend on the first working day of the rotation.


3. If there is a holiday during the rotation: All residents and medical students are expected to attend on the morning of that day and they will be dismissed after the rounds, unless on-call.


4. For medical students: If they are off site and/or start on other than the first day of the month (usual), they are expected to watch the video before attending the first working day of the rotation (they are not expected to start over a weekend or a holiday). 
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
